Work starts on transformation of Renoma in Wrocław

Globalworth - the leading office investor in Central and Eastern Europe - has obtained a permit to renovate and rebuild the Renoma Department Store. Now the iconic building is to undergo a metamorphosis planned by the owner, giving it a new design and a new range of stores.  

Renoma is an architectural icon in Wrocław and a historic building with character. For this reason, the concept design for the changes was entrusted to a team of renowned architects led by Zbigniew Maćków. The building's new interior is to hark back to the style of the historic Wertheim Department Store. In recreating the details that the building had in former times, the investor is to work under the close supervision of the city monument conservation officer. 

Work on the interiors is to start in Q4 this year. In order to not inconvenience shoppers, the renovations are to be done in several stages on those sections of the Renoma building that have already been closed off. The work should take two years. 

“Renoma is the pearl of Wrocław architecture, so it merits the kind of conversion that would transform it into a building of magnificence – one that can be put to new uses, which is something today that the people of Wrocław expect. Not only are we going to pay attention to its retail and services, including the food and beverages, but we're also going to improve the building by adding modern office space. We also intend to bring life back to Plac Czysty square, where the restaurants will have their gardens. As a result, the place is going to take on a new character,” says Barbara Wójcik, Senior Asset Manager at Globalworth Poland. 

The new Renoma will not just be additional office space but will include a food hall area with restaurants, bars, bistros and the like. The inspiration behind the design of these areas is Warsaw's Hala Koszyki – the culinary centre of the city, which is owned and managed by Globalworth. 
“With Hala Koszyki, Warsaw can now hold its head high with some of the greatest cities in the world, such as New York, London, and Florence, for they also have markets with food halls where life bustles and where dishes from across the world come together in one place. What makes Globalworth unique is that we can draw on our experience of  Hala Koszyki, which we intend to use in the culinary transformation of Renoma.  Our plan is to place the retail, culinary, and service sections on the ground floor and the first underground level. The upper floors will be set aside for modern office space,” explains Anna Merta, Leasing Director Retail at Globalworth Poland. 

The transformation of Renoma is a project that has been carefully thought through, and it began back in 2018. At that time, Globalworth conducted a thorough examination of what was expected from the redevelopment of this highly unusual property. Over a thousand people from Wrocław were surveyed, and what was learnt formed the basis of the long-term development plan for Renoma. Shoppers in Wrocław will still be able to find a  premium fashion section with well-known brands in a unique place with additional office space and our own special selection of food, beverages and services.
“We hope that the new Renoma will meet the people of Wrocław's expectations even better. It's an iconic building in a superb location, which stands out with its timeless architectural design. That's why we wanted to go with the spirit of the times to design a significantly extended food and drink section, which in order to create an urban vibrancy will open out onto the two neighbouring public spaces of Plac Czysty and Plac Kościuszki. The building will still have a premium retail and service section as well as spacious offices,” says Zbigniew Maćków, who led an architectural team between 2005 and 2009 to create a new wing to the Renoma building. 
Renoma was built in 1930 and is one of Poland's most characteristic retail buildings. After it was extended and modernised in 2009, the property was put to new use with over 120 stores and service points opened on the two lowest levels. The floors above are taken up by offices and the restaurant section. Renoma is one of three developments that comprise both retail and offices in the Globalworth Poland portfolio, with the others being Warsaw's Hala Koszyki and Supersam in Katowice.
